Invitational tournament at our very own FFG Event Center. We will be hosting a weekend of furious
gaming, competition, and bragging rights to boot. No Con badges or event fees , just bring at least one
patch from the “Path of the Master” tournament series.

Once you arrive in the Minneapolis-St. Paul International Airport, you can either rent a car at the airport
or take a taxi from the airport to your hotel. If you’re in need of a taxi, there are many taxi services that
will take you from the airport to your hotel located at the airport terminal. The drive from the airport to
the Event Center is around 30 minutes.

We have already arranged special rates at two hotels, both
within walking distance of the FFG Event Center. The first
hotel is the Days Inn Roseville where we arranged for 18
Double-rooms for $59.99 a night. The second hotel is the
Radisson where we have 15 Double-rooms for $79.99 a night.
When you call to book your room through either of these

hotels, be sure to let them know you’re calling for the UFS
Invitational.
